. The First Church of Christ Scien-
tist, Brishane, Queensland, designed
by Messrs. Lucas and Cnmmings, was
completed in 1941. Built in a promi-
nent position facing the Brishane
River, it makes a contribution te the
civic architecture of the city.

The architects made excellent use
of a very difficult site, and produced
a plan which admirably fulfils the
requirements of the Church.

The building is of ordinary load-
bearing wall econstruction, with buff-
coloured facing bricks and artificial
stone entrance poreh and grilles. The
roof is timher framed.

The main auditorium was carefully
designed for acoustics and the result
is most satisfactory in practice. The
auditorium is ventilated with a plenum
system and air flters.

Interior panelling is of silver silk-
wood and guandong.. Detail finigshes
are well designed and handled with
excellent restraint.
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
